Are you aware of your options for registering each

month at MDO? You all should have received a

blue half sheet of paper with your registration

packet that explains 3 registration options:

1. Registering online the 1st week of each
month.

2. Filling out a registration form each month at

3. Being automatically registered for all of your
regular days (i.e. all Mondays, all Fridays or
all days).
