Mom’s Day Out Health-Wellness Policy

Any child on antibiotics should have been on the pre-
scription for at least 24 hours before coming to
MDO.

Please keep your child home if any of the following
symptoms are present. Parents will also be called if
any of these symptoms occur at MDO:

Fever within the last 24 hrs Diarrhea

Impetigo Active chicken pox
Coughing Vomiting
Mumps & Measles Questionable rashes

Conjunctivitis (pink eye) Runny nose (not clear)

Please don’t forget to contin-
ue to wash your child’s hands
before entering the classroom
for the day. This is an excel-
lent way to help prevent the
spread of germs. Thank you!
