Does God keep His promises? We usually get warm and fuzzy feelings
about how God keeps His promises to bless us and protect us, but this
week, we learned about how God keeps His promises to punish and
correct the people of Israel. God had given Israel more than fair warning
that He would bless them richly if they obeyed, but He would also
seriously punish them if they disobeyed.

If you read through the first 3 chapters of Judges, you will see an awful
pattern of the tribes of Israel disobeying and dishonoring God which
results in God allowing other people to conquer Israel. But when they cry
out to God and repent (are sorry for their sins) God shows them grace
(giving them something they don’t deserve) over and over again.

As a family, thank God that He doesn’t give up on us. Even when He has
to correct us, it is ALWAYS out of love. He wants us to do the right thing
so He can bless us!

And in our families this week, let's try showing each other the grace that
God has shown us! Let’s give each other another chance! It is what God
would do!
